Prayer Vigil in E. Germany Aided Effort to Unite Nation

ast fall the people of

the city of Leipzig were
among the many throughout
Germany who celebrated
the 20th anniversary of
the fall of the Berlin Wall.
This symbol of Communist
oppression and the Cold
War divided the German
people from 1961-1989.
Its fall in November 1989,
brought about by peaceful demonstration
and activism among the German people,
astounded the world.

One of the most famous of these move-
ments began in a church in the East Ger-
man city of Leipzig and was fueled by

Throughout the 1980s, St.
Nicholas Church opened
its doors on Monday eve-
nings to those who wanted
to gather peacefully to
pray for problems around
the world. In the spring
